MEMORANDUM OPINION ON FURTHER REVIEW

Per Curiam:

In a memorandum opinion dated 28 April 1999, this court set aside the convening authority’s action, dated 23 November 1998, because of errors in the staff judge advocate’s post-trial recommendation, the action, and the promulgating order.  After a new recommendation, the convening authority took action on 22 September 1999.  Although the new recommendation, the action, and the promulgating order contain minor technical errors,* the appellant has not alleged, and we do not find, prejudice.

On consideration of the entire record, we hold the findings of guilty and the sentence as approved by the convening authority correct in law and fact.  Accordingly, the findings of guilty and the sentence are affirmed.
