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MEMORANDUM OPINION

Per Curiam:

A military judge sitting as a special court-martial convicted appellant, pursuant to his pleas, of absent without leave (three specifications), escape from custody, and wrongful use of marijuana, in violation of Articles 86, 95, and 112a, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. §§ 886, 895, and 912a [hereinafter UCMJ].  The military judge sentenced appellant to a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for six months, and reduction to Private E1.  The convening authority approved the sentence adjudged and credited appellant with seventy-four days of confinement credit. 
The case is before the court for automatic review under Article 66, UCMJ.  We have considered the record of trial, appellant’s assignment of error, and the government’s response thereto.  Appellant contends, and the government agrees, that he is entitled to three additional days of confinement credit for three days spent in civilian confinement “based on appellant’s status as a deserter.”  We also agree.  See United States v. Allen, 17 M.J. 126 (C.M.A. 1984); United States v. Davis, 22 M.J. 557, 558 (A.C.M.R. 1986).  

The findings of guilty and sentence are affirmed.  Appellant will be credited with a total of seventy-seven days of confinement credit against the approved sentence to confinement. 
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
