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MEMORANDUM OPINION

Per Curiam:

A military judge sitting as a special court-martial convicted appellant, pursuant to his pleas, of absence without leave terminated by apprehension and missing movement, in violation of Articles 86 and 87, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. §§ 886 and 887 [hereinafter UCMJ].  The convening authority approved the adjudged sentence to a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for four months, and forfeiture of two-thirds pay per month for four months.  The appellant was credited with forty-eight days confinement credit against his sentence to confinement.  

This case is before the court for automatic review pursuant to Article 66, UCMJ.  We have considered the record of trial, appellant’s assignments of error, the matter personally raised by appellant pursuant to United States v. Grostefon, 12 M.J. 431 (C.M.A. 1982), and the government’s response thereto.  


Appellant avers, inter alia, that the approved sentence fails to state forfeitures in a whole dollar amount as required by Rule for Courts-Martial 1003(b)(2).  We agree and will correct this error in our decretal paragraph.


The findings of guilty are affirmed.  After considering the entire record, the court affirms only so much of the sentence as provides for a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for four months, and forfeiture of $767.00* pay per month for four(( months.

* We take judicial notice that at the time of appellant’s trial, the monthly basic pay for a Private E1 (with over four months of service) was $1,150.80.  Two-thirds of that amount is $767.00.
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
