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MEMORANDUM OPINION

-----------------------------------------
Per Curiam:


Pursuant to his pleas, appellant was convicted by a military judge sitting as a general court-martial of four specifications of conspiracy to commit larceny and five specifications of larceny, in violation of Articles 81 and 121, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. §§ 881 and 921 [hereinafter UCMJ].  His approved sentence included a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for eighteen months, total forfeitures (waived for six months, with payment to spouse), and reduction to Private E1.


This case was submitted to us for review on its merits pursuant to Article 66, UCMJ.  We have considered appellant’s admissions during the Care
 inquiry along with his stipulation of fact and pretrial agreement.

We are satisfied that the pleas of guilty to the charges of larceny under Specifications 2 through 5 of Charge II were provident.  However, we find appellant’s guilty plea to Specification 6 of Charge II provident only to the lesser offense of wrongful appropriation.  See Manual for Courts-Martial, United States, 1995 ed., Part IV, para. 46b(2) and c(2). 


Accordingly, only so much of Specification 6 of Charge II as finds appellant committed the offense of wrongful appropriation is affirmed.  The remaining findings of guilty are affirmed.  Reassessing the sentence based on the error noted, the entire record, and United States v. Sales, 22 M.J. 305 (C.M.A. 1986), the sentence is affirmed.
