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MEMORANDUM OPINION ON FURTHER REVIEW

Per Curiam:


A military judge sitting as a general court-martial convicted the appellant, contrary to his pleas, of use of marijuana and distribution of marijuana, in violation of Article 112a, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. § 912a [hereinafter UCMJ].  The convening authority approved the sentence consisting of a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for one year, forfeiture of all pay and allowances, and reduction to Private E1.


In our initial Article 66, UCMJ, review of the appellant’s case, this court set aside the sentence and authorized a rehearing.  See United States v. Sims, ARMY 9701206 (Army Ct. Crim. App. 16 Mar. 2000) (unpub.).


On 2 June 2000, the convening authority determined that a sentence rehearing was not practicable and approved a sentence of no punishment.  The case is now before the court for further review under Article 66, UCMJ.  Appellate defense counsel specifically declined to file additional pleadings.


Accordingly, the sentence of no punishment is affirmed.
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
