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MEMORANDUM OPINION

CARTER, Judge:

Contrary to her pleas, a general court-martial composed of officer and enlisted members convicted appellant of conspiracy to commit burglary and larceny, larceny (two specifications), and burglary (two specifications), in violation of Articles 81, 121, and 129, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. §§ 881, 921, and 929 (1988) [hereinafter UCMJ].  The convening authority approved the adjudged sentence to a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for six months, “forfeiture of one-half pay per month for six months,” and reduction to Private E1.

The case is before the court for automatic review under Article 66, UCMJ.  We have considered appellant’s assignment of error and find it to be without merit.

We note that the approved sentence fails to state forfeitures in a whole dollar amount as required by Rule for Courts-Martial 1003(b)(2).  We will correct this error in our decretal paragraph.

The findings of guilty are affirmed.  The court affirms only so much of the sentence as provides for a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for six months, forfeiture of $435.00 pay per month for six months, and reduction to the grade of Private E1.
