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MEMORANDUM OPINION ON FURTHER REVIEW

Per Curiam:

On 9 February 1999, this court affirmed the findings of guilty in appellant’s case but returned the record to the convening authority with instructions to withdraw his action, dated 22 December 1997, which was ambiguous as to the sentence only, and to substitute a corrected action in accordance with Article 60 (c)-(d), Uniform Code of Military Justice, and Rule for Courts-Martial 1107(g).  


On 17 June 1999, a corrected action was promulgated by the convening authority.  The record of trial is now before us for further review.


On consideration of the entire record, including consideration of the issue personally raised by the appellant, pursuant to United States v. Grostefon, 12 M.J. 431 (C.M.A. 1982), we hold that the findings of guilty previously affirmed and the sentence, as approved by the convening authority, are correct in law and fact.  Accordingly, those findings of guilty and the sentence are affirmed.
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
