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MEMORANDUM OPINION

Per Curiam:


Pursuant to his pleas, a military judge convicted appellant of carnal knowledge and adultery, in violation of Articles 120 and 134, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. §§ 920 and 934 [hereinafter UCMJ].  A general court composed of officer and enlisted members sentenced appellant to a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for eight months, forfeiture of all pay and allowances, and reduction to Private E1.  The convening authority approved the adjudged sentence.

The case is before the court for automatic review pursuant to Article 66, UCMJ.

  
In a single assignment of error, appellant asserts:

THE MILITARY JUDGE ERRED IN FINDING APPELLANT GUILTY OF CARNAL KNOWLEDGE AS ALLEGED WHERE CHARGE I AND ITS SPECIFICATION ENCOMPASS A PERIOD OF TIME FROM 1 JUNE 2001 THROUGH 31 OCTOBER 2001 BUT THE ALLEGED VICTIM TURNED 16 YEARS OLD ON 21 JULY 2001 AND THE SEXUAL ACTS BEGAN TWO WEEKS BEFORE THE VICTIM’S BIRTHDAY (citations omitted).  

The government agrees with appellant’s assertion.  We also agree and will grant appropriate relief in our decretal paragraph.


Accordingly, the court affirms only so much of the finding of guilty of the Specification of Charge I as follows:

In that Sergeant Adam L. Conrad, U.S. Army, did, at or near Fort Bragg, North Carolina, between on or about 1 June 2001 and on or about 21 July 2001, commit the offense of carnal knowledge with Carmina Gonzalez.

The remaining findings of guilty are affirmed.  Reassessing the sentence on the basis of the noted error, the entire record, and the principles of United States v. Sales, 22 M.J. 305 (C.M.A. 1986), the court affirms the sentence.
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
