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MEMORANDUM OPINION

Per Curiam:


On consideration of the entire record, including consideration of the several issues personally specified by the appellant pursuant to United States v. Grostefon, 12 M.J. 431 (C.M.A. 1982), we hold the findings of guilty as approved by the convening authority correct in law and fact.  Accordingly, those findings of guilty are affirmed.


Because the approved sentence includes excessive forfeiture of pay, corrective action is necessary.
  The adjudged and approved sentence in this special court-martial case includes, inter alia, forfeiture of $750.00 pay per month for three months and reduction to Private E1.  At the time of trial, 5 February 1998, the monthly basic pay of a Private E1 was $926.10.  A special court-martial is limited to imposing forfeiture of two-thirds pay per month for six months.  Article 19, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. § 819.  Two-thirds of the monthly basic pay of a Private E1 in 1998 (rounded down to the nearest whole dollar amount
) is $617.00.  Accordingly, the court affirms only so much of the sentence as provides for a bad-conduct discharge, confinement for three months, forfeiture of $617.00 pay per month for three months, and reduction to Private E1.
