This case is before the Court for further review pursuant to Article 66, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. § 866, following completion of a new action by the convening authority as previously ordered by the court.*  United States v. Hutchinson, Army 9701619 (Army Ct. Crim. App. 19 April 1999) (unpub.).


Our decision of 19 April 1999, which affirmed the findings of guilty in this case, remains in effect.  On the basis of our review of the entire record, the sentence as approved in the new action, dated 9 June 1999, is affirmed.
