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MEMORANDUM OPINION ON FURTHER REVIEW

Per Curiam:


This case is before the court for further review pursuant to Article 66, Uniform Code of Military Justice, following the completion of a new action by the convening authority, as previously ordered by this court.  See United States v. Galloza, ARMY 20000294 (Army Ct. Crim. App. 3 Jan. 2002) (unpub.).


We have considered appellant’s assignments of error, the matters personally raised by the appellant pursuant to United States v. Grostefon, 12 M.J. 431 (C.M.A. 1982), and the entire record.  None merit any relief.


We hold the finding of guilty and the sentence as approved by the convening authority are correct in law and fact.  Accordingly, the finding of guilty and the sentence are affirmed.
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
