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MEMORANDUM OPINION ON REMAND

Per Curiam:


On 23 September 1998, in a memorandum opinion, this court granted appellant partial relief by consolidating two specifications under Charge III and affirmed the remaining findings of guilt and sentence in appellant’s case.  Slip op. (Army Ct. Crim. App.) (unpub.).  By order dated 29 April 1999, the United States Court of Appeals for the Armed Forces set aside our decision and remanded this case to our court for a determination of whether appellant is within the class of persons entitled to relief under United States v. Gorski, 47 M.J. 370 (1997), and if so, for referral to The Judge Advocate General for a determination as to the amount of relief, if any, that is warranted.


We find appellant is within the class of persons who are entitled to protection under Gorski, 47 M.J. 370.  Our original opinion and its decretal paragraph of 23 September 1998 remain in effect.  United States v. Ginn, 47 M.J. 236, 238 n.2 (1997).  In accordance with the Order of the United States Court of Appeals for the Armed Forces, dated 29 April 1999, the Gorski issue is referred to The Judge Advocate General for appropriate disposition.  Accordingly, The Judge Advocate General will determine the amount of relief, if any, that is warranted, subject to any setoffs that may arise under law or regulations.  There is no requirement that this matter be returned to the court. 
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
