MEMORANDUM OPINION ON FURTHER REVIEW

Per Curiam:


In a memorandum opinion dated 29 January 1999, this court directed that the convening authority set aside his action in appellant’s case, dated 17 February 1998, because it was ambiguous.  The convening authority’s new action, dated 16 March 1999, is clear and unambiguous.  Appellant subsequently has elected to file no further pleadings with this court.

We have considered the matters originally asserted by appellant pursuant to United States v. Grostefon, 12 M.J. 431 (C.M.A. 1982), and find them to be without merit.

On consideration of the entire record, we hold the findings of guilty and the sentence as approved by the convening authority correct in law and fact.  Accordingly, those findings of guilty and the sentence are affirmed.
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
