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MEMORANDUM OPINION

Per Curiam:


Appellant entered provident pleas of guilty, in pertinent part, to conspiracy and attempted larceny of Criminal Investigation Command (CID) funds.  He admitted that the funds were property of the United States but did not specifically admit these funds were military property.  Rather than amending the charges and specifications, or entering findings of guilty of the charged offenses by exceptions and substitutions, the military judge merely entered findings of guilty.  The record clearly shows, however, that the military judge found the appellant guilty of conspiracy to steal and attempted larceny of property other than military property of a value of more than $100.00.


The remaining errors asserted personally by the appellant pursuant to United States v. Grostefon, 12 M.J. 431 (C.M.A. 1982) are without merit.


On consideration of the entire record, including issues personally raised by the appellant, the court affirms only so much of the findings of guilty of Charge I and its Specification as finds, in pertinent part, that the appellant did, on or about 24 March 1997, attempt to steal, in conjunction with Private James Estermyer, by trick, approximately $150.00 in funds, property of the United States.  The court also affirms only so much of the finding of guilty of Charge II and its Specification as finds, in pertinent part, that the appellant did, on or about 24 March 1997, conspire with Private James Estermyer to commit an offense under the Uniform Code of Military Justice, to wit:  larceny by trick of approximately $150.00 in funds, property of the United States, and in order to effect the object of the conspiracy the said Private Faust did ride with Private James Estermyer to the location of the attempted sale.  The remaining findings of guilty are affirmed.


Reassessing the sentence on the basis of the errors noted, the entire record, and the principles of United States v. Sales, 22 M.J. 305 (C.M.A. 1986), the sentence is affirmed.
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
