Per Curiam:

On 12 February 2002, this court set aside the action and returned the record of trial to the same convening authority for a new recommendation and action.  United States v. Liles, ARMY 20000185 (Army Ct. Crim. App. 12 Feb. 2002) (unpub.).  The action has been completed, and the record of trial is now before us for further review.
