SUMMARY DECISION

Per Curiam:


Upon review of this case, submitted on the merits for consideration under Article 66, Uniform Code of Military Justice, 10 U.S.C. § 866 [hereinafter UCMJ], we note appellant’s providence inquiry does not support his plea to all of the disrespectful language charged in the Specification of Charge II.  There is sufficient evidence to support the remaining language of the Specification.  Accordingly, we set aside the findings of guilty to and dismiss only so much of the Specification of Charge II as states, “I am going to kick your ass.”  The remainder finding of guilty of the specification is affirmed.  Reassessing the sentence of the basis of the error noted, and the entire record, and applying the tenets of United States v. Sales, 22 M.J. 305 (C.M.A. 1986) and United States v. Moffeit, 63 M.J. 40, 43 (C.A.A.F. 2006) (Baker, J., concurring), the remaining findings and sentence are affirmed.
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
