TAX CENTER

     The APG Tax Center provides free income tax preparation and electronic tax return filing to active duty personnel, retired service members, and their dependent Family members.  The Tax Center operates between January and April of each year.  Tax Center information is posted each season on the APG homepage, www.apg.army.mil, prior to the Tax Center opening.  During the off-season the Client Services Division, 410.278.1583, will continue to answer simple tax questions but will only provide tax preparation assistance to Service Members returning from combat zones and contingency operations or amendments to returns prepared by the APG Tax Center staff. 

     The documents required at your tax appointment include the following: A completed TY2008 Client Questionnaire and Agreement Form, a copy of last year’s Federal and state income tax returns; your W-2 wage and earning statement (s); Form 1099 bank interest statements (if any); social security numbers for all dependents you are claiming; information on Individual Retirement Arrangements (IRAs) you contributed to last year or plan to contribute to by April 15; information on any child care expenses you paid last year; alimony information (if any); mortgage interest statement; and any other financial information for the tax year such as investment statements, medical expenses, and charitable contribution records. If you desire direct deposit of your refund, you will also need your bank routing number and account number. This information can be found on the bottom of your personal checks.
Tax assistance on private business activities, except family child care providers, is not provided.
