WILL EXECUTION
Are you (name on the Will)?

Have you read this document? (pointing to the Will)?

Is this your Last Will and Testament?

Does this document properly dispose of your estate and assets, according to your wishes, in the event of your death?

Would you like these two people (name the witnesses) to act as witnesses to your signature on this document?

Would you like myself (name the notary) to notarize this document?

Are you at least 18 years of age?

Do you consider yourself to be of sound and disposing mind?

Are you currently taking any medication that may hinder your judgment?

Are you acting here today (date) of your own free will because you want to, under no undue influence or coercion?

Have the Testator sign the will.

Pass the wills to the Witnesses and have the Witnesses sign.

Pass the wills back to the Testator and administer the oath:


Do you solemnly (swear or affirm) that you are the same Testator (name) who signed this document as your Last Will and Testament; that you signed in the presence and hearing of these two witnesses, (name) and (name); and that they each signed in the presence and hearing of you?  Do you further (swear or affirm) that you are at least 18 years of age, of sound and disposing mind, and acting here today of your own free will, and are under no undue influence or coercion from any source?
Have the Testator sign the Affidavit.

Pass the wills back to the Witnesses and administer the oath [bracketed language to be used when additional instruments executed]:


Do you solemnly (swear or affirm) that you are the same witnesses who served as witnesses to the last Will and Testament [Power of Attorney, Advanced Medical Directive and Living Will] of this Testator ; that you each signed the[se] document as witnesses in the presence and hearing of the Testator and of one another; and, that the Testator signed in the presence and hearing of each of you?  Do you further (swear or affirm) that to the best of your knowledge and belief, each Testator is at least 18 years of age or older, is of sound and disposing mind, and is acting here today of his own free will and under no undue influence or coercion from any source?
 [Do you further (swear or affirm) that you did not did not sign the signature of  Testator for or at his/her direction; that you personally know the Testator or the identity of Testator was proven by proper military identification or other satisfactory proof; that you are not related to Testator by blood, marriage or adoption; that you are not entitled to the best of your knowledge and belief to any portion of the estate of the Testator upon his/her  death under any will or codicil of Testator or by operation of law; that you do not have any present or inchoate claim against any portion of the estate of Testator; that you  do not have any financial responsibility for the medical care of Testator; that you are not a physician or an employee of any physician, and you are not an oper​ator or employee of, or patient in, any hospital, health care provider, residential care facility, community care facility, skilled nursing facility or similar institution; that you are not a person named as agent in this instrument; and that you are at least 18 years of age (or are in the military service)].

Have the Testator sign.
Sign and Notarize all  documents.
