


USATDS Alert – In an effort to provide a more stable and accessible collaboration platform the DCAP Share Point will be replaced with the consolidated US Army Trial Defense document library effective 4 Feb 2013.  After 8 Feb 2013, the Share Point will no longer be accessible.  

The US Army Trial Defense document library can be accessed through “Legal Disciplines/Military Justice” or via the USATDS Portal on the JAGCNET.  It will be specifically located on the JAGCNet - Legal Disciplines - Military Justice -US Army Trial Defense Document Library. Access is dependent on users updating their JAGCNET account information to properly reflect their duty title and include “Trial Defense Service” in “Team within Office or LSO.”  

Although the content is largely the same, you will note several differences in the layout.  To access motions, sends, alerts, and other resource documents click on the “Document Library” in the blue section under the header.  To access the expert database, click on “Experts.”  You will note in both of these sections that unless you narrow down what you are looking for, utilizing the categories on the left you will see a list of all documents or contacts.  Also instead of using further subcategory folders, on the bottom left hand side of the site “Tag Clouds” list potential search terms, which can be utilized to further narrow the documents.  For example, in the motions library clicking on “Unlawful Command Influence” will pull all of the UCI motions.      

As with any collaborative forum, user input is essential to making this site relevant and useful.
