Brief Summary of Rules of Court:  

Counsel to Counsel

TC:

· Immediately:

· Preferred charges to SDC for detailing.

· Denial of Defense-requested witnesses / evidence.

· Alternate disposition approved / likely to be approved.

· Within ONE DAY:

· Referred charges to DC (duty, of referral).

· Docket Notification to the SDC for detailing (duty, of referral).

· Forward returned Docket Notification to the MJ, cc to the Court Reporters and DC (duty, of receipt from DC).

· Charges or specs on which Gov’t not going forward (duty, before trial).

· Within TWO DAYS:

· Findings and Sentence Worksheets, CMCOs, seating chart, flyer (duty, before trial).

· Within THREE DAYS:

· Response to Defense motions (duty, after receipt of Defense motion) or within two duty days of scheduled hearing, whichever is earlier.
· Within SEVEN DAYS:  
· Witness list (duty, before trial)
DC:

· Within THREE DAYS:

· Return Docket Notification to the TC (duty, of receipt from TC).

· Response to Government motions (duty, after receipt of Government’s motion) or within two duty days of scheduled hearing, whichever is earlier.
· Within SEVEN DAYS:

· Witness list (duty, before trial)
· Within TEN DAYS:

· Request for production of witnesses / evidence (RCM 703)(duty, before trial).
· Forum, pleas and motions (duty, before trial)
· Within FOURTEEN DAYS:

· Notice of alibi, innocent ingestion, lack of mental responsibility, or expert testimony on the accused’s mental condition (RCM 701)(calendar, before trial).
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
