1.  The above case is set for trial at 0900 on «TD».  The court members should be present at that time.  A 39(a) session will begin at 0800 on «TD».  Both motions and trial are set for the courtroom at «Post».   Pursuant to R.C.M. 801, the following orders are issued to ensure a fair, orderly, and expeditious court-martial:

a. Defense counsel will provide the Trial Counsel and the Court with the plea, forum selection and will file any motions not later than 1700 hours on «D1».  

If the plea is by exceptions, exceptions and substitutions, or to a lesser-included offense, the notice shall include the exact language of the plea.  Motions will be in writing and comply with the requirements of the Uniform Rules of Court.  Responses to any government motions will be due to the court and opposing counsel no later than 1700 on «D2».
b. Trial Counsel will file any motions with the Defense Counsel and the Court no later than 1700 hours on «D1».  Such motions will be in writing and comply with the requirements of the Uniform Rules of Court.  Responses to any defense motions will be due to the court and opposing counsel no later than1700 on «D2».
c.  Trial Counsel and Defense Counsel will submit to each other, to the Court and to the Court Reporter, a complete list of witnesses (full names with correct spelling) each party intends on calling in all phases of the trial by 1700 hours on «D3».

d.  Trial Counsel will provide to the Court, not later than 1700 hours on «D3», all Court-Martial Convening Orders, a seating chart, the flyer, and electronic copies of the Findings and Sentence Worksheets.  The alternate findings worksheet found at Appendix B-5 of the Military Judges’ Benchbook shall be used.  

e.  Defense Counsel will notify the Trial Counsel of any local military witnesses whose production by the Government the Defense requests, no later than 1700 hours on «D5».  The Defense Counsel will notify the Trial Counsel of any other witnesses whose production by the Government the Defense requests, no later than 1700 hours on «D5».  This notification will comply with RCM 703(c)(2).  (Counsel are reminded of R.C.M. 703(b) and (c) concerning what must be contained in the request (United States v. Rockwood, 52 M.J. 98 at 105 (1999)) and potential penalties for failure to submit the name of a witness in a timely manner. If any witnesses requested by counsel are represented by their own Defense Counsel, counsel shall contact their counsel and determine (1) if the witness is a suspect or accused, and (2) whether the witness will invoke his or her Article 31, UCMJ rights.)
