· Immediately:

· Offer portion of accepted PTA.

· Alternate disposition likely / approved.

· Need for an extended 39(a) prior to members trial.

· Discovery problems.

· Request for continuance.

· Requests for instructions (prior to 39(a)).

· Within ONE DAY:

· Charge sheet(s), convening orders and accused’s 2A/2-1 (24 hours after referral). 

· Charges or specs on which Gov’t not going forward (duty, before trial).

· Within TWO DAYS:

· Findings Worksheet and Sentence Worksheet (duty, before trial).

· All CMCOs (including amending orders), seating chart, flyer, proposed voir dire questions and panel members questionnaires (duty, before trial).

· Within FIVE DAYS:

· Docket Request routed through the DC (duty, after referral).

· Within SEVEN DAYS:
· Witness list w/ full names (correctly spelled) and duty station / residence (duty, before trial).
DC:

· Immediately:

· Discovery problems. 

· Request for continuance.

· Written Post-trial and Appellate Rights form (before sentencing phase begins).

· Requests for instructions (prior to 39(a)).

· Within TWO DAYS:

· Written proposed voir dire questions (duty, before trial).

· WITHIN SEVEN DAYS: 
· Witness list w/ full names (correctly spelled) and duty station / residence (duty, before trial).
· Within TEN DAYS:
· Anticipated Plea, Forum and Motions (duty, before trial). 
· Pleas – write them out and provide a copy to the MJ.  Mandatory when pleas by exceptions / substitutions or pleas to lesser-included offenses (duty, before trial). 
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
